Online resources and services continued and thrived through the pandemic as well as popular programs such as 
story times. She continued with stating that our priority remains keeping Riverside County Library System patrons, 
volunteers and employees safe and well-informed while doing what we can to help minimize the potential spread 
of the Coronavirus.  
 
RCLS is asking all patrons, volunteers and employees to wear face coverings and continue to follow health and 
safety standards when entering the facilities. Once we find reassurance in this phase of re-opening, we will slowly 
begin to add in-person services and features.
